The notion of creating an artisan gin arose at a dinner party in the Notting Hill home of English tastemaker Martin Miller.  Martin, purveyor of antiques and the author of the Miller’s Antique Price Guides, and friends were experimenting with various gin concoctions and soon came to the opinion that none of the spirits on hand were worthy of their efforts. Thus the quest began to create an ultra premium spirit that matched Martin’s passion for classic indulgence; in fact, to do whatever it would take to create the ultimate gin.  
“This gin was really born of love, obsession, and some degree of madness,” says Martin Miller, “but in our determination to spare no journey and no expense to develop the consummate gin, we feel we’ve been very successful.  It is a brand I enjoy and am proud to offer to anyone with a discerning palate.” 

Delving into the world of fine gins, it was soon clear that the key elements dictating style and refinement included the selection of the still and method of distillation as well as the quality and selection of the botanicals. 
After making a selection of the best botanicals and ingredients, it was decided that Martin Miller’s would be created in the Rolls Royce of pot stills. Designed by John Dore & Company in 1903, this ancient copper pot still is called Grandma. The venerable grand dame of stills aromatizes the small batches of distillate with a proprietary mix of botanicals – juniper, of course, plus flavours that include cassia bark, Florentine Iris and coriander.  Since the still boils at a lower distilling strength than a continuous still, it gently extracts the aromatic and flavoring oils and compounds from the juniper berries and botanicals to produce a gin with a noticeable degree of smoothness and complexity.

Martin Miller’s Gin captures only a small portion of the “heart” of the single batch distillation, using a lengthy proprietary process that yields only the finest quality liquid, resulting in unrivalled aroma and taste. Then the Martin Miller’s Gin is transported 3,000 miles to Iceland to be blended and bottled with the purest water on earth.  Filtered through lava formed millions of years ago, this extraordinarily pure, glacial water adds the final touch of distinction to the gin, creating an unparalleled taste of freshness and smoothness without the “bite” of ordinary gins.

Martin Miller’s Gin is an elegantly styled 80 proof spirit developed specifically for the discerning individual who seeks the ultimate premium product.
